
Built in 1893, the French Renaissance castle 
was originally built by the Northern Pacific 
Railroad as a premier luxury hotel.  Lack of 
finances left the shell of the magnificent 
building unfinished and vacant until 1906, 
when the community claimed it as the 
district’s first high school.  Originally named 
Tacoma High School, the doors were 
opened to Tacoma’s youth on September 
10, 1906 and the school was later renamed 
Stadium High School.

2006 marks 100 years of success for Sta-
dium High and there is much to be cele-
brated!  The castle has received a complete 
makeover and new, high quality additions.   
More beautiful than ever, Stadium High 
continues to fulfill a sense of great pride 
for many alumni and Tacomans alike, who 
have respectfully called the landmark their 
own.

The community will hold a three-day 
celebration in honor of the castle Septem-
ber 15-17, 2006, and many thousands are 
expected to partake in the festivities.
